The first 50 visitors at the festival received a free Sunderland Fairtrade bag and Fairtrade balloons and stickers were given out to children.  A wide range of Fairtrade, organic and fairly traded products were available to buy and taste including candles, gifts, jewellery, scarves, bags, wooden crafts, cards and snacks all on offer for people to treat themselves, family of friends.

Amongst the suppliers and stalls were Traidcraft, Fulwell Mill Foods, St Bede’s Fairtrade, North South Trading selling Shared Earth and Created products, By Hand, The Co-operative Group and Shared Interest.

Mags Vaughan, Business Director at Traidcraft gave an introduction to the event urging everyone to support Fairtrade and making the point that in buying a Fairtrade product people would be giving to two people: the friend or family member they were buying for and the farmer or producer who would receive a Fair price that would help them support themselves and their families.
Children loved taking part in the activities organised by Museum staff and got to grips with making masks and badges, decorating Fairtrade t-shirts and making fairy wings! They also enjoyed the Plants of Africa trail that took place in the Winter Gardens – home to a selection of exotic plants and flowers.
