The Green Infrastructure (GI) Strategy and associated Green Space Audit

As a first step the Partnership has overseen preparation of the Green Infrastructure Strategy Framework which was endorsed by the City Council’s Cabinet in March 2011 as the basis for preparing the strategy. 
The Framework explains the concept of green infrastructure (GI), its policy context, issues for Sunderland and sets a provisional vision and principles for GI in the city.

A Green Space Audit and mapping of green infrastructure is being completed by the council’s planning policy section. Area Regeneration Officers, through the Area Committees, are leading a process of public engagement in evaluating some 1,800 green space sites across the city. This work will be completed shortly and a final audit report produced in summer 2011. The audit will be further enhanced by the addition of the results of a city-wide biodiversity habitat survey that was commissioned by the Planning and Environment Service.
